Fantasy Game Board 
 
You will create a game board based on your book that incorporates the characters, setting, and plot.
Requirements:

· Game Pieces:


-Use the characters in the book as your “game pieces”. 


-You must have at least 2 game pieces.


-Be creative with the types of pieces you make or recreate.

· Game Board:


-Use the setting of the book as your game board.


-Choose a sturdy material to create your game board. 

(Suggestions: cardboard, poster board, tag board, recover an old game board.  You may choose to make your game board a special shape dependent upon your book.)

-Use a lot of color and keep in mind that you want your game board to be neat and organized. 

· Game Play:


-Use the plot of the book for the moves of the game. 


-These plot moves should give the players information about the events of your book.


-You must include at least 15 plot moves.

For example: Your mom makes you eat dinner before going out to catch fireflies. Move back 2 spaces.” Fireflies!
· Directions:


-Write clear, concise instructions, explaining how to play your game. 

· Presentation:


-You will present the directions of the game to the class, explain the game pieces, board, and the game play. Then your game will be a Daily 5- Read with partner choice for the week.
